From the Classroom

Prep to Year 2

What a busy and fun week we have had, with the RSPCA visiting and then the
Opening of the Library. In class we have looking at a variety of texts, and how
they use a variety of words to make the text interesting and engaging. The Prep’s
have been looking at Fairy Tales, while the year 1's have been looking at
Traditional Cultural stories. The year 2's have been looking at different types of
narrative texts and how they written. As we are starting to complete our
assessments, Prep and Year 1's will need to retell their chosen Fairy Tale or
Traditional cultural story, while the Year 2’s will need to write a narrative story
relating it back to the chosen Narrative text, Spirit of Hope. The year 1's and 2's
will then need to use the program Paint on the computer and create a picture to
go with their writing.

In Math’s the Prep students have been looking at numbers to 20, counting
backwards, forwards and starting from different numbers. They have also been
looking at 2D shapes and how they can be sorted in different ways. Year 1's have
been looking at Time & 3D shapes. They have been looking at how the 2D shapes
can be seenin the 3D shapes. Year 2's have been focusing on Time and
fractions. The students really enjoyed using an apple to show the different
fractions, a whole; %2; ¥4; and then 1/8.
